THREE BIBLICAL CATEGORIES OF MEN

1. Natural individual
“But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they 
are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually 
discerned. “ I Corinthians 2: 14

2. Carnal believers

“And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual people but as to carnal, 
as to babes in Christ.” I Corinthians 3: 1
3. Spiritual believers

“But he who is spiritual judges all things, yet he himself is rightly judged by no 
one.” I Corinthians 2: 15
“Brothers, if someone is caught in a trespass, you who are spiritual should 
restore him with a spirit of gentleness. But watch yourself, or you also may be 
tempted.” Galatians 6:1

• I Corinthians 3: 16 “Do you not know that you are 
the temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in 
you? (I Samuel 5: 2-4)
• I John 5: 18: ‘We know that whoever is born of God 
does not sin; but he who has been born of God keeps 
himself, and the wicked one does not touch him.”
• 1 John 5:19 “We know that we are of God, and that 
the whole world is under the power of the evil one.
• I John 3:13 “I write to you, young men, Because you 
have overcome the wicked one
• I John 4: 4 “You are of God, little children, and have 
overcome them, because He who is in you is greater than 
he who is in the world.”
